It is: said hhat had in his
posession,a volume of unusual mathemetical problems to which he
turned for reoreation,at the oclose: of an ;xhausting'day.'ﬂih passion
to know and understand,lead him into ﬁany fields of- human knowledge.-

Barly in life,the bonefits of a conmiderable
estabte: wers: placed at his disposal. Tthis responsibility he auoéptad

and brought to bear: upon it's handling those: same careful and frugal
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habits which characterized his entire life. His conduct in

accepbting thias youbthful responsibility stands out in_atriking contrast
to that sf-mbdérn'young men who have been unable to accept the
temptations: of such a responsibility.-

Throughout his entire life,ur.ﬁhiénay exhibited a keen business
judgement and a rars discernmgnt in tne handling of his extensive

Mr.Whitney was retiring in his nature;and mors or.less'diffiden;

I am not informed as to Mr.#Whitneys personal religious beoliecfs,:
bub it may be assumed that his was the gospel of the larger hnmag
relationships which in thedir. perfect operation,make for the happiness
and well-being of the entires human race.  He was tolerant and gensrous
toward. each man8 personal convictions.  What he granted to others,he
only asked for: himsslf.: He held,I baliéve,thati.if-aach one: lived up

to his best convietdions,it were enough,
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Mr,.#hitney was interested in all religions. He. strove %o be
familiar with all forms of philosophy,and bthe ideals by which men
live.  Hs livaed #ids and sbtudied with ithne Mohe@%dans,Bud%&sta,ato.y
that he: might know them and the history of their. ideals. He was
deeply interested in,and a carsful studsnt of,the Chriastian religibn;'
Few clergyman are better: insbtructed in it 's hisiory than was he.-

Aouesﬁ to Mr.Whitneys last will and testament reveals much of
the: mans nature and accounts for: many of his seemingly peculial
habits- things that you and I have not fully understood. In the
dispositibn'éf'his somewhat sxtensive posesssions,he reveals his
truly magnanamdus.spirit and his real love for. the people. It was
sald that he was a too careful spender,and: that he zuarded his
means with undue solicitude. When asked concerning this he: replied,:
"This estate does not belons to me; - I am only it 's steward: it
belongs to the people,and I dare not be cereless with it.™
Ha-a;oided-all un-zecessary expenditures,refused often to support
.local objeots of philanthropy and publie interest,simply that he
midght keep his funds intaci,and: hand ﬁhem cver: at last to the
puhlic,full and complete. You and I have hobbies, lr.Whitneys
hobby was the passion tc conserve his resourcss,that they might all
be bestowed upon the people of his home city,and there remain. for:
all time to comes -
